I'll hear the water burbling and
many birds in the trees. It might

Wildlife experts will be there to
help us find wildlife and answer
our questions about what birds
and plants we see.

We'll talk about tools and safety
rules for hiking and birding. Then
we'll look at the birds and plants.
I'll be sure to stay with my group
and follow the group leader’s
instructions. | will stay away from

areas that are closed off.




It will be cold at the park, so I'll
remember to wear a hat, bring
comfortable shoes, drink lots of
water, eat some snacks, and bring

a sweater.

| might see a horse on the trail. Or
other people walking their dogs.
I'll remember to take my time
walking around the trails since it
can be muddy.

| might see a robin, red tailed hawk, acorn woodpecker, and other animals.
